�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��The number of positions and type of representative required; e.g., geographical, organizational, political subdivision, occupational, etc.  For example:  Admission and Professional Conduct Advisory Committee which reports to the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction and State Board of Education has “three teachers, one being a private school teacher; three educational staff associates; and 3 administrators.  Committee members must be practicing in such designated roles while serving on the advisory committee.”


�PAGE \# "'Page: '#'�'"  ��Any Federal or other mandates (not the state mandates cited in question 7) for the group’s existence.  For instance, some groups are required to exist as a condition of Federal funding.
